Gatwick continued to manage capital expenditure, spend of £30.2m in the first half
of 2022 by prioritising critical asset replacement and investing for long term
sustainable growth.

So far in 2022, Gatwick has invested in:

▪ Critical asset replacement including airfield data systems - building resilience

▪ Partnership to significantly transform the rail station improving passengers journey
and experience

▪ Second consultation on 27 July 2022 on Northern Runway project

Significant increase in capital investment expected over the next 18 months.

Gatwick has completed the resurfacing the central section of main runway:

▪ 5th rehabilitation in its lifetime.
▪ Innovative design to reduce the amount of asphalt by over 70%.
▪ Night time operations, air traffic moved to Northern runway between 11pm

and 5.30am.
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
